February is the month to celebrate love and relationships with candy,                
flowers and expressions of how much we care for those around us. Why 
does this emphasis seem to only be during the holidays and on Valentines' 
Day? Shouldn't we teach this to our children that everyday is an opportunity 
to be kind, empathetic and do something nice òjust becauseó? How do we 
teach our children that kindness is important in the materialistic and                 
competitive world that they live in? How do we teach them to òpay it              
forwardó but not be taken advantage of? These are tough questions that I 
think all parents struggle with and your PTA board felt that the theme of  
teaching our children how to be kind and to commit òrandom acts of           
kindnessó would be appropriate for this newsletter and this time of year.  

With relief efforts underway in Haiti, examples of kindness and compassion 
are everywhere. A friend told me the story of the night her and her husband 
were discussing a donation to the Red Cross and her 2nd grader got his                 
Spiderman wallet out and handed her the $50 bill that Grandma had sent 
him for Christmas stating he òwanted to send it to Haiti to help.ó                    
Fundraisers and relief efforts are chronicled everyday in the media and               
provide opportunities to teach how we can make a difference through              
kindness and caring.  

According to child development experts, role modeling kindness toward 
another and being a kind person is the most effective strategy for teaching 
this trait to our kids1. If parents consistently role model kindness, empathy, 
compassion and love, children will see it of value and imitate it. You can 
make being kind a family goal by including it into your everyday experiences 
like creating a challenge of doing daily random acts of kindness and share 
these as a family. You can get your kids thinking along this line by asking 
them to create a list of everyday opportunities to be kind. For example, 
smiling at the bus driver when boarding the bus, sitting with the child who 
usually eats alone, if someone drops something, picking it up for them,    
donating toys, books and clothing to a charity and so on.... 

Remind your children that through kindness, they can make a difference in 
someone's life every day. Happy Valentine's Day!

Black History Month Chinese New Year 

February is Black History Month. Black History 
Month is a national annual observance for                        
remembrance of important people and events in the 
history of the African people. The remembrance 
originated in 1926 by historian Carter G. 
Woodson as "Negro History Week"[1]. Woodson 
chose the second week of February because it 
marked the birthdays of two Americans who 
greatly influenced the lives and social condition of 
African Americans: former President Abraham 
Lincoln and abolitionist and former slave Frederick 
Douglass.

Chinese New Year or Spring Festival is the most 
important of the traditional Chinese holidays. It is 
sometimes called the "Lunar New Year" by               
English speakers. The festival begins traditionally 
on the first day of the first month in the Chinese 
calendar and ends on the 15th; this day is called 
Lantern Festival. Chinese New Year is the longest 
and most important festivity in the Lunar                
Calendar. Chinese New Year is considered a major 
holiday for the Chinese. People will pour out their 
money to buy presents, decoration, material, food, 
and clothing. It is the tradition that every family 
thoroughly cleans the house to sweep away any          
ill-fortune in hopes to make way for good                   
incoming luck. Windows and doors will be               
decorated with red color paper-cuts and couplets 
with popular themes of òhappinessó, òwealthó, and 
òlongevityó. On the Eve of Chinese New Year, 
supper is a feast with families. Food will include 
such items as pigs, ducks, chicken and sweet                 
delicacies. The family will end the night with              
firecrackers. Early the next morning, children will 
greet their parents by wishing them a healthy and 
happy new year, and receive money in red paper 
envelopes. The Chinese New Year tradition is a 
great way to reconcile forgetting all grudges, and 
sincerely wish peace and happiness for everyone.
