2009 WA State PTA Reflections Award Winners Announced 

You may have heard that District will be adding another portable classroom to Endeavour sometime over the summer. This new portable will                         
accommodate two new classrooms and will be similar to the one placed outside the basketball courts last summer. Your PTA put together a committee 
of concerned parents with expertise in electrical engineering, civil engineering, playground/field supervision and others. We requested and were granted 
a meeting with Deborah Fulton, Executive Director of District Services who will oversee the portable addition and Mrs. Jordan.  

The Districtõs plan involves placing a portable end-to-end with the existing classrooms used by Ms. Lyle and Mrs. Carson. We raised issues of child 
safety as kids go back and forth between the portable and the main building, issues relating to supervision on the playground as line-of-sight is                       
diminished with the addition of a double classroom onto the field, noise factors as children in the portables try to learn and concentrate while others are 
playing on the field and issues relating to loss of field and playground space not just for our kids at recess but also for the community, i.e., soccer games, 
baseball practice, etc. 

We asked the District to look at possible sites in the back of the main building ð areas currently underutilized and in our opinion, more secure and 
more of a compatible use than placing one onto the playfield. We discussed grading, drainage, and other site work required to accommodate a portable. 
District took the matter under advisement and last week, informed Mrs. Jordan that the decision to place the new classroom space on the playfield 
stands.
