Thank you to everyone who has donated 
to the PTA.  So far this year, we have 
received over $15,000 in donations from 
parents and matches from their 
employers.  Your donations support a 
variety of enriching events and programs 
for our school, such as the recent 
Japanese drum assembly, the very 
popular spelling bee, the Reflections art 
contest, ongoing art docent lessons, new 
books for the library, Camp Orkila for 
fifth graders, and teacher grants for 
classroom enhancement.  

The Board of Directors recently met to 
discuss our organization’s fundraising 
strategy and to make plans and formulate 
the budget for the 2009-2010 fiscal year.  
High on the priority list for discussion 
was the impact of the Global Financial 
Crisis on our ability to maintain our 
current activities and expenditures solely 
on the basis of donations.  It was agreed 
that we need to revert in part to active 
fundraising next year.  Accordingly, we 
are planning an active fundraiser for the 
fall, though the exact details have yet to 
be worked out.  We will continue to 
solicit and appreciate direct monetary 
donations, and we hope that the addition 
of active fundraising opportunities will 
provide more flexibility to parents in the 
current economic climate.  

Please review the proposed budget for 
next year on this page.  The budget will 
be open for discussion at the April 
meeting, so please consider attending if 
you wish to provide input or express 
your thoughts.  We are required to have 
an approved budget for next fiscal year 
(July 1, 2009-June 30, 2010) before the 
close of this year, so we will be seeking 
your approval by vote at the May 
meeting.
